Applications will be reviewed, and recipients selected and notified by     July, 2010.  The same applicant cannot win this mini-grant two consecutive years. 
·      (1) Mini Grant of $500 is available for the promotion of the National Extension Living Well Month, March 1 - 31, 2011.   
·      $250 of the mini grant will be paid early in January, 2011.  The remaining $250 will be paid after the deadline of May 15, 2011 once the report of results/impact and expense summary are received.

The funds must be used for the promotion of Living Well Month, including development and/or production of marketing materials, purchasing media time or advertising, or travel to conduct/present the program(s).
·      Winner will be announced at the NEAFCS Annual Session.  Winner may be requested to make a brief presentation at an NEAFCS Conference session, or by a teleconference session or send a report to have on display at the conference, if not attending the conference.

· Audience: 5 points

· Goals/objectives: 5 points 
· Method of promotion: 5 points 
· Timeline: 5 points 
· Budget is complete: 5 points 
· Other sources of funding: 5 points

· Expected results/impact/evaluation plans: 15 points
