3. In conjunction, Hashtag Social Media Campaign -- #csufcsmy1thing using good, action 

photos of our members doing/teaching the one thing that’s got them jazzed about FCS 

work.  Post to NEAFCS Facebook and Instagram.  More help with posting at the retreat!
